The competition is open to all individuals and groups,
and all types of sculptures. Each applicant can submit
only one work.

Entry from inside Japan: 10,000yen
Entry from overseas: 5,000yen

*This depends on whether the model will be sent from within Japan or
internationally.
*Any bank transfer fees are additional and are to be paid by the applicant.

+Entries must be original works, which have not been
exhibited to the public elsewhere.

*Maximum size of the actual work is 900cm (height
+width +depth, including pedestal). Maximum weight
of the actual work is 10-ton. The actual work must be
transportable with a 10-ton truck.

+The sculpture should take into consideration the
safety of the viewers. The materials and the structure
must be suitable for an outdoor environment, be able
to withstand strong winds and earthquakes and be
safe to touch. Works that need frequent repairs or
maintenance are not desirable.

*The work should not infringe upon the rights of third
parties.

*Works that do not meet the above terms will not be presented to the
judges.

As Seto Inland Sea Area art events, UBE Biennale and Setouchi Triennale
have formed an agreement regarding collaboration. The 26th UBE
Biennale Grand Prize winning sculptor Kohei Takekoshi is participating in
the Setouchi Triennale 2016 as an invited artist.

The 25th UBE Biennale Grand Prize winning sculptor, Atsuya Tominaga’'s
Love Stone Project, developed into a large scale art project which started
in Ube and traveled to 80 places around the world. More than 10,000
people participated by touching and polishing heart shaped stones.

Hope Door, the 25th UBE Biennale Yamaguchi Prefectural Museum of Art
Prize winning piece, by sculptor Petre Virgiliu Mogosanu (Romania), was
purchased by Yoshika town in Shimane Prefecture, and installed at the
Muikaichi Spa Roadside Station.

If visitors to the event are interesting in purchasing submitted models,
we will contact the submitting artist.

*At the 25th Biennale Yuichiro Takahashi’s model, Green Fire, was sold, and at the 26th
Biennale, Tsuyoshi Tanaka’s model, Friend was sold.

Regarding production and installation within the city, and participation in
events, we will suggest accommodation, including homestays for
international artists, and subsidize costs during your stay.

In the UBE Biennale Library, we archive UBE Biennale artists’ materials
and resources, which are incorporated into our publicity within Japan.

The top two prize winning works will be installed in public spaces within
Ube city, as part of Ube City’s collection, and become part of the city
environment.

Around 200 pieces of sculpture including past winning pieces are
displayed throughout the city. You can enjoy the whole city as an
open-air sculpture museum.

UBE Biennale provides many opportunities for artists, artist and citizen
exchange events, elementary and junior high school sculpture education,
and participation in local events.

UBE Biennale cooperates with the world’s top citizens’ committee on
many things such as working on activities popularizing UBE Biennale,
holding events about sculpture and developing goods.

Tokiwa Museum plans and holds workshops for children led by UBE
Biennale Artists.

We hold exhibitions and workshops for UBE Biennale artists.
